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FROM COLLEGE BOY TOACTING HEADMASTER
RICHARD BROMLEY RETIRES

In July, this year, Richard Bromley retires

from College after ten years as Deputy

Headmaster and after an association with

the school going back 56 years. Almost

31 of these have been as a member of

the teaching staff. During that time,

Richard fulfilled a number of major

roles: Housemaster of School House,

head of the biology department,1st XI

cricket coach and Senior Master. He was

Acting Headmaster on numerous

occasions during the headmasterships

of Max Rosser and Rob Zordan and for

two terms before Simon Leese took up

his appointment in September last year.

In all, he was Acting Headmaster for

something like 18 months. Richard filled

these positions with distinction and

assurance, providing continuity during

periods of change. He was a respected

and well liked teacher and an amusing

and popular colleague whose warmth,

humanity and wit will be much missed

in the Common Room.

The Bromley family first appeared in Christchurch in 1948 when
Richard’s father, R.H. (‘Basher’) Bromley moved as far away as
possible from post-war England. After a short spell teaching at
Medbury, he was invited to teach biology at Christ’s College.
Before long, Richard’s mother, Yvette, was teaching drama and
English there too and the Bromleys were living in the old Maling
house on the corner of Armagh Street. Thus, Richard’s introduction
to College was as a four year old playing around the quad with
other staff children, — John Field-Dodgson, Stuart and Rosemary
Hunt, Susan Cooke, Alan Hounsell and the Solomon girls-
marching alongside the cadets and sharing Christmas with the
Tothills in Condell’s House. After four years at Medbury,
establishing a passion for cricket and appearing in a season of
the Mikado as Yum Yum alongside Chris McVeigh and Michael
Norris- the other two thirds of the three little maids, Richard
came to College as a 3rd former in 1959. Establishing himself
early as a useful batsman, he was in the Ist XI by his 5th form
year. He remained in the team until his final year when it was
captained by Bryan Andrews who later played for New Zealand.
This was the year of the famous win against Wanganui Collegiate
when one of the last two College batsmen hit a ball high to the
boundary. The Wanganui fieldsman dropped the ball which fell
over the line for six. A win for Christ’s! Richard was also in the
1963 1st XV notable for winning only one inter-school match.

KEEP IN

Five years in the chapel choir left him with
a love of music and an enormous respect
for Bob Field-Dodgson. Interestingly,
Richard was taught by current senior master,
lan Bolton and by his own father whom he
remembers addressing him only as “You!”
and putting him in detention on the afternoon
of a 1st XI game.
A chemistry degree at Canterbury University
led to two years in industry, first with Lion
Breweries in Wellington and then with
Unilever as ‘methods engineer’ in a
toothpaste factory! Following a visit to Bruce
Hamilton at Rathkeale and a suggestion that
he might become a teacher, Richard shifted
to St John’s Leatherhead, England, travelling
via Afghanistan and a Moscow prison for
illegal immigrants, then on to St Catharine’s
College, Cambridge where he had a
‘wonderful year playing cricket and going
to the theatre’. He also gained a cricket blue
and his Certificate of Education. Jill and
Richard Bromibeyin this year, then went on
to two happy years at Uppingham School and a year’s teaching
in Portugal. While there, he was written to by Tony Brough,
seeking a physicist. Richard and Jill returned, Richard did his
term’s physics teaching — ‘fortunately there was an excellent
trainee teacher who did the teaching’ and the next year he was
able to revert to his own subject, biology.
Six years later, Richard and Jill with son Guy moved into School
House when John Taylor departed for Rathkeale to succeed John
Norman as Headmaster; daughter Alix was born during their
time there. 1979 could be seen as less enlightened than now and
Richard’s decision never to cane ( despite his totally undeserved
nickname of *‘Baby Basher’- an inheritance from his father) meant
that he was looked upon by some as a liberal, even radical,
housemaster. His push for an end to Saturday morning school,
for girls at College, for better conditions of service for staff and
for an end to corporal punishment in the school as a whole might
seem to confirm this but as housemaster Richard ran a tight ship.
His insistence on tidiness around the house and neat personal
turn-out stood him in good stead for roles that were to follow.
At the same time, Richard was a very well liked housemaster.
The Register of 1986 says: “During these years (1979-86) he has
been more than just a housemaster to eight generations of School
House men. RCB has been a friend and confidant to us all, as
well as a victim for satirists and cartoonists everywhere.

He and Mrs Bromley have provided a warm atmosphere in School House
for first and fifth years alike.”

By 1986 Richard was running the biology department and school cricket.
In 1987, he began a successful nine year period in charge of the 1st XI.
He was a coach who encouraged his captains to be enterprising and to
take risks in the hope of a result. A coach for some years of the 2nd XV,
Richard had the humour, optimism and occasionally the resigned
acceptance required of a 2nd XV coach. He was also a chess coach, a
squash coach, master in charge of Ecology Action, a producer and
performer in school and staff drama, master in charge of Spring Festivals
and a front runner for the staff team in the cross country. His own interest
and not inconsiderable experience of quality wine made him an ideal
person to establish wine appreciation classes in the sixth form. During
his 14 years as part of the senior management team he was the force
behind the College newsletter, the information evenings and staff
development; he also made many visits to C.C.O.B.A. branches. The
current strong demand for places in the school can in part be attributed
to his efforts. Richard was a strong supporter of all things cultural.
Energetic and ebullient, he was an excellent teacher. Staff and boys found
him very good company- both a promoter and a sporting recipient of
humour. His apparent seriousness of purpose around College was often
accompanied by a strong sense of the ridiculous. As Deputy Headmaster
for ten years, he had the unenviable task of dealing with much of the
discipline of the school. He will be remembered as firm but fair and
humane in his dealings with those who got into serious trouble.
Richard has given much to College and his colleagues in particular will
regret his departure. Both he and Jill wish to do other things. Despite
her important commitment as Director of Rangi Ruru Early Childhood
College, Jill has been a strong support for Richard in his various roles
and she too with her warm personality and calm organisation made a
substantial contribution to College life particularly during their time in
School House. Much more will be said and written about them both
before they finally leave, but the College community wishes them every
happiness in their life beyond the quad.

MORE GLEANINGS FROMAN OLD
SCHOOL LIST

When one looks into the early pages of an old School List one is
struck by the number of rather exotic-sounding decorations that have
been bestowed on Old Boys. These have become less frequent in
recent years, partly because the authorities that
gave the decorations have disappeared. Some
of the recipients were very distinguished men.
William Pember Reeves (289) became a
Knight of the Redeemer of Greece and a
Knight of St George of Greece. This was not
for his part in helping to establish social
welfare in New Zealand but for his great
interest in Greek affairs, something that also
led to the award of a doctorate from Athens
University.

W. B. Perceval (302) became a Knight of St
Gregory. Those learned in such matters may
know whence this decoration emanated. Sir
Westby had been Agent-General for Tasmania,
but the knighthood does not sound very much
like a Tasmanian honour. We have already noted
in these pages F. C. Harris’s award of the Star of
the Double Dragon from the Emperor of China.
He had spent an unusual career in China, so that
was understandable, but it is difficult to see why H.
L. Penny (728) should receive the same distinction. He was a naval
surgeon, and his record in the List makes no other mention of China.
Incidentally, some of us had long assumed that J. E. T. Harper (1236)
was New Zealand’s first and, until recent years, only admiral. Not
s0: Penny was a Surgeon- Rear Admiral. Certainly a surgeon does
not command fleets, but surely an admiral is an admiral with the
same broad rings on his sleeve and extra oak leaves on his cap whether
surgeon or executive. Harper himself received the Order of Dannebrog
of Denmark (as well as the Redeemer of Greece). This may have
been connected with his service on the Royal Yacht Victoria and
Albert; possibly a handout of decorations was one way that a
distinguished guest could show thanks for a pleasant voyage. Another
recipient of the Order of Dannebrog was H. D. Acland (941).
Another that is intriguing is W. C. Wright (1160) who became a
Commander of the Portuguese Military Order of Avis. Wright served
with the Northumberland Fusiliers in the First World War, and it is
just possible that he rendered some service to the Portuguese troops
in France who, from all accounts, did not leave so favourable an
impression as their forebears who were an admirable part of

Wellington’s army in the Peninsula.
Also a trifling puzzling is the award to H. H. Torlesse (302) of the
Order of the Red Eagle. As this was given in 1911 it clearly has
nothing to do with the Soviet Union. Torlesse finished his naval career
as Superintendent of the Dockyard at Sheerness. It probably was a
Prussian decoration; the Duke of Wellington among his many orders
was a Knight of the Red Eagle of Brandenburgh. In the Duke’s case,
that is understandable, but what had the Dockyard Superintendent at
Sheerness done to earn the gratitude of the Kingdom of Prussia?
Among the other honours that ceased with the First World War was
the Order of St Anne of Russia, awarded to A. N. H. Whitcombe
(2470). The List provides no easy answer why. Another such honour
to be seen no more was the Serbian White Eagle, won by A. T. G.

Rhodes (2062).

As remarked in these columns before, there is much of interest to
repay an idle hour’s work browsing through an old School List.

THE FIRST NEW ZEALAND
CRICKET TEAM IN ENGLAND

T. W. Reese in his encyclopaedic New Zealand Cricket culled from
the Christ’s College Register of September 1885 (historians certainly
cast their nets widely) a record of a team calling themselves the
Oxford Maoris who played a match on 11 June 1885 and, says
Reese, “the glory of the very first New Zealand side to take the
field in England no doubt belongs to it”. The New Zealand Maoris
were almost all Old Boys of Christ’s College and they played a team
of local cricketers at King Sutton. In spite of its half-royal name,
King Sutton must be (or have been) a very small community as the
Oxford Dictionary of English Place Names has no entry for it. The
Oxford Maoris were J. D. Hall (650), G. E. Rhodes (791), H. H.
Mathias (566), W. P. Studholme (717), T. Maude (924), G. Buckley
(789), R. H. Rhodes (275), W. Hall (649), C. E. Maude (925), J. D.
Acland (515) and E. Grant who was evidently educated in partibus
infidelium, as he is listed in the score sheet as “substitute”; presumably
he took the place of a College Old Boy who had to withdraw at the
last minute.

The Oxford Maoris won the match by 8 runs; the innings totals
were 33 and 77 against 48 and 54. We can safely infer that the pitch
was a sporting one and would probably make the one that caused
so much comment in Hamilton look like a well-kept bowling green.
In those days the heavy roller was only very gradually making its
influence felt.

There is one slight puzzle. J. D. Acland did not bat in either innings,
which in such a low-scoring game might have been a source of
worry. What did he actually do to be listed in the team? Perhaps the
traditional village hospitality was too much for him and rendered
him incapable of batting. We shall never know.

The match, which provided the Oxford Maoris with “the pleasantest
day they have ever spent” created great interest among the locals
who greeted the visitors with cries of, “Here come the Australians”
and “Look at the Australians”, showing that vagueness about the
facts of Antipodean geography is a well-established Anglo-Saxon
tradition. It was also rather flattering to the Oxford Maoris who, no
doubt, recalled that a powerful Australian team including such giants
as F. R. Spofforth and W. L. Murdoch visited Britain the year
before.

R. C. BLUNT - NEW ZEALAND’S
FIRST TRIPLE CENTURION

When P. G. Fulton (11423) scored
a triple century last year, it
reminded many of us that the first
New Zealander to perform such a
feat was R. C. Blunt (2706), who
must also be a candidate for the
title of the ablest cricketer to have
been at College. He would have
only a few rivals. Probably J. G.
Wright (8043) would be the
nearest, but as it is profitless to try
and weigh up the respective merits
of those whose careers were half
a century apart we will not pursue
the matter here.
Roger Blunt came to College in
1913. Appropriately for one whose
father was a professor at
Canterbury College, he was a
Junior Somes Scholar, but it was
as a cricketer that he made his
mark. He was in the 1st Xl in 1915
and he stayed there until 1918,
being captain in his last two years.
At first he batted low down in the
order, being played mainly for his
leg-break and googly bowling.
Some of his figures were
R. C. Blunt impressive: 6 for 23 v. Otago Boys’
High School and 5 for 39 v. Christchurch Boys’ High School in 1915
and 6 for 52 v. Christchurch Boys’ High School in 1916. As he
matured, so did his batting and his greatest day came in 1917 in the
Christchurch Boys’ High School match. He and T. W. C. Tothill (2357)
put up 214 for the first wicket — the first 100 came in three-quarters
of an hour! Dominating batting indeed, though it should be pointed
out that in those days bowlers in all ranks of the game got through
their overs more briskly than has been the custom in recent years.
College declared at 601 for 8, Blunt contributing 204 in three and a
quarter hours. High School wilted in the face of this gigantic total,
and College won the match by an innings and 391 runs, Blunt taking
3 for 35 and 3 for 50.
Roger Blunt represented Canterbury while still at school and unlike
many brilliant schoolboy cricketers he did not fizzle out. He represented
Canterbury and later Otago for years, and played for New Zealand
against a Victorian touring side in 1924-1925 and toured Australia
with the team two years later. This was some time before New Zealand
played Tests. Many people have wondered why it took this country
so long to produce cricket teams of international quality. New Zealand
was a leader in Rugby football early on, but it took decades before
we could field cricket teams that were of Test standard.
Blunt was, of course, selected for New Zealand’s first tour of Britain
in 1927. There were still no Test matches and a number of matches
were against strictly second-rate opponents, but he was sufficiently
impressive for Wisden to select him as one of its Five Cricketers of
the Year. He scored 1540 runs at an average of 44.00 and took 78
wickets at an average of 24.97. As W. E. Merritt (another leg-spinner)
was the only other really effective bowler this was a good achievement.
He went to Britain again with the 1931 side and again had a successful
tour. This time tests were played and when in the first Test New
Zealand had to bat in their second innings, 230 runs behind centuries
by C. S. Dempster and M. L. Page, an innings of 96 by Blunt enabled
New Zealand to declare the innings closed at 469 for 9 and get a very
creditable draw.
Roger Blunt played for New Zealand against the touring South African
team the following summer, but this unfortunately was his last
appearance for his country. Like some other able New Zealand
cricketers he was lured to England by good employment prospects
and we saw him no more here. Before this, however, he had produced
his most memorable performance. When Otago (for whom Blunt was
now playing) met Canterbury in 1931-1932 they had to start their
second innings 311 runs behind. Blunt went in with the score at 49
and was not out at the close of play. By the time the ninth wicket fell
at 405 he was 192 not out. W. Hawksworth, the wicketkeeper, defended
stubbornly and when he was out for 21 the innings had reached 589
and Blunt had made 338 not out. The last wicket partnership had
added 184. (T. T. Harrison (2802) liked to tell that he and Blunt had
been out drinking much of the night. There is, of course, no
documentary evidence for this and Tom Harrison certainly never
recommended it as an ideal preparation for success in cricket.)
Canterbury had to struggle to win in the end and many of the team
must have felt increasingly weary and frustrated as the runs mounted
and time slipped by.
This is only an imperfect sketch of Roger Blunt’s career, but it should
serve to remind us that ‘brave men there were ere Agamemnon’.
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GUIDED TOURS OF CHRIST’S COLLEGE

The cost is $5 per person and tours can be booked at the College Office
or by telephone (366 8705) or simply by turning up at the stated time.
So far there has been a glorious uncertainty about numbers — sometimes
there are none, sometimes there are twelve. Probably the highlight for
visitors has been a brief attendance at Wednesday morning’s
Congregational Practice, when listeners realise why Christ’s College Old
Boys are so welcome at weddings and funerals, providing enthusiastic
and totally audible singing.
English visitors, as usual, express amazement at large boys wearing
shorts — “Do they mind wearing shorts?” one asked. It has to pointed
out that this is a New Zealand wide phenomenon and is not confined to
Christ’s College.
The guides will go into hibernation over winter, when they will have
time to polish up their anecdotes ready for the next guiding season.

GREAT HARRIS
MEMORIAL AUTHORS

C. E. Harrington (2188) was a member of
the highly intelligent family of the Very
Reverend C. W. Carrington, Dean of
Christchurch. He was in South Town and
Flower’s Houses from 1904 to 1914 and
was a Junior Somes Scholar. Back in
England at the start of the First World War,
he lied about his age to join the army. He
survived both the Somme and
Passchendaele and ended the war on the
Italian front as a captain with the M.C. He
took his M.A. at Oxford in history, in spite
of not being very impressed with the course
there.
In 1921 he joined the staff at Haileybury,
where he said his real education began, and
taught ancient, mediaeval and modern
history as well as English to the sixth form.
In 1929 he became educational secretary
to the Cambridge University Press, where,
except for his time as a lieutenant-colonel
on the General Staff, during the Second
World War, he remained until 1954. From
1954 to 1962 he was Professor of
Commonwealth Relations at Chatham
House. He died in 1990. His literary work
was considerable and of high quality. Books
of his in the Collection are: A Subaltern’s
War, T. E. Lawrence (both published under
the name of Charles Edmond), King George
V, An Exposition of Empire, John Robert
Godley of Canterbury, The British Overseas
(apparently frowned on in some quarters
because it does not apologise for the British
Empire), The Liquidation of the British
Empire, Soldier from the Wars Returning
(a classic of war reminiscences, much
having already appeared in A Subaltern’s
War), Rudyard Kipling: His Life and Work,
Soldier at Bomber Command and History
of England. He also edited The Empire-
Commonwealth 1870-1919 and Complete
Barrack Room Ballads of Rudyard Kipling.
Two brothers, the Most Reverend Philip
Carrington (2080) and A. H. Carrington
(2110) are also Harris Memorial authors.

THE MERTON CONNECTION
From 11 June to 26 September 2004 the Christchurch City Art Gallery, Te Puna o Waiwhetu,
will be host to an exhibition of the works of Owen Heathcote Grierson Merton (1691). A
talented town and landscape painter, his connection with Christ’s College is perhaps not as well
known as it could be.
O.H.G. Merton was born on 14 May 1887 the son of Alfred James Merton (383) and Gertrude
Hannah Grierson. He was at College from 1895-1903 and was surrounded by members of his
extended family. His father was the Music Master and his uncle George Henry Merton (321),
Head of the Lower School. Merton and his Bunz and Grierson cousins were in some of the
same classes. His grandfather Charles had earlier taught music at College.
By working through the Form Lists which are held in the archives and The Christ’s College
Register it is possible to ascertain that Owen was not only a capable academic in Latin, French,
English, History and Divinity, he was also awarded prizes for Advanced Drawing, Carpentry
and Music. Furthermore, he showed some ability as an athlete in the 100 yards and quarter
mile events on Sports Day.
It is Thomas Merton, son of Owen and Ruth Jenkins who is the most well known of the family.
He was born in the south of France in 1915. Following the death of his mother in 1921 and his
father in 1931 his life was very peripatetic. He went to school in France and England and
spent a brief time at Clare College, Cambridge. He subsequently graduated MA from Colombia
University.
At 26, as a convert to Roman Catholicism, Thomas decided to enter a monastery and became
a member of the order of Cistercians of the Strict Observance, known as the Trappists. There
he remained until his untimely death in Thailand, some twenty seven years later. Thomas
Merton established himself as one of the foremost spiritual writers of the twentieth century.
Ee wrote on a wide range of topics, but his works on prayer and monasticism are the most well
nown.
To acknowledge this Christ’s College connection with Thomas Merton, there will be a lecture
given by Dr Paul Pearson, Director of the Merton Centre at Bellarmine University, Kentucky,
in the Old Boys’ Theatre at 7.30pm on Wednesday 9 June. The College Museum will be open
the following day from 11.00am —3.00pm where a display will elaborate on the Merton’s at
Christ’s College.
Dr Roger Collins, who is working on a biography of Owen Merton and on whose work the
exhibition is based, will speak at the Art Gallery on Wednesday 16 June 2004 at 10.30am,
admission $5.
