During my tenure as your President great 
changes have taken place within the structure 
of the Christ’s College Old Boys’ 
Association. Our much loved Secretary, Ann 
Hindmarsh, retired to live in the 
Marlborough Sounds.  This position has 
been filled by the appointment of Dr. Max 
Rosser, Headmaster at College from 1985 
to 1997.  We are lucky to have him as our 
Secretary due to his knowledge of several 
generations of Old Boys, as well as his 
delightful wit and sharp intellect.  To assist 
him Ray Eddington comes into the office 
two days a week, principally to attend to the 
finances, as well as other numerous matters 
to do with the Association.  Ray, who was 
Bursar for over 20 years, also has an 
invaluable knowledge of generations of Old 
Boys.  Recently, Max unexpectedly had to 
travel to Australia to visit his mother who 
had not been well and Ray did a tremendous 
job, well beyond his brief, keeping the office 
going in Max’s absence, for which we were 
very grateful indeed.

on www.ccoba.com.  I think it is an excellent website, which will 
continue to grow and develop.  It is an essential tool in allowing 
Old Boys to keep in touch with one another as well as informing 
them of the activities of the Association.

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west walls, they are like huge tuning forks and disappear into the 
panelled columns, which had to be built out to accommodate them. 
 The criss-cross bracing in the ceiling is not visible in the photograph.

MIDDLE: THE ORIEL WINDOW
This beautiful window is in the west wall.  It is a feature of the 
Tudor Perpendicular style.  There is a matching window in the east 
wall.  The bust on the column is of Captain C.H. Upham.  On the 
right, in the shadow, can be seen the Memorial Book.

BOTTOM: THE MEMORIAL BOOK
In the top photograph the Book is in front of the Headmaster.  A 
page is turned over each day after lunch.  As its front page (bottom 
right) states it is the record of service of Old Boys and Masters in 
the 1914-18 War.  This page is illuminated in manuscript style, with 
the present College Coat of Arms top left and the College’s first 
emblem at the bottom.  The first page of the Record (bottom left) 
shows the College as it was when the Dining Hall was completed 
in 1925.  The book, which was the work of W.A. Sutton, was not 
finished until halfway through World War II.
The buildings in the drawing are from left: the ‘New Classrooms’ 
of 1886, (later Harper/Julius), the Chapel, Condell’s, Big School, 
Hare Memorial Block, School House, Old Flower’s House.

TOP: LUNCH AT CHRIST’S COLLEGE
At the top table are the School Prefects and the Headmaster (then Dr 
M. J. Rosser).  If Dr Rosser looked back over his left shoulder he would 
see a portrait of himself.  The portraits on this (north) wall are of recent 
Headmasters; Richards, Hornsby, Creese, Brough, Rosser.  The other 
portraits round the walls are of Wardens (Bishops), long serving Fellows 
(Board members), a benefactress in Maria Somes, and the double VC, 
Captain Charles Upham.  The portraits are by leading New Zealand 
artists.  Earlier Headmasters appear in black and white pictures and are 
hung below the portraits, on the panelling on the west side.
THE FLAGS of the World War I Allies can be seen on the north wall 
behind the top table; USA, France, Belgium, Britain.  Other World War 
I Allies in Italy and Japan once had their flags there, but these were 
removed during World War II and have never been put back.
THE ARCHITECT, CECIL WOOD, was much influenced by the halls 
at Oxford and Cambridge, by Westminster Hall, and by several Ivy 
League Universities in the USA.  The Dining Hall is thus a masterpiece 
of the Tudor Perpendicular style, together with Collegiate Gothic.  The 
interior with its high table, the minstrel gallery at the southern end, the 
heavy oak forms, tables and chairs, the lights like candle clusters, the 
coats of arms of the first Fellows carved on the corbels, and the hammer 
beam roof has very much the atmosphere of a baronial hall.  The interior 
and exterior carving was done by the master carver, F.G. Gurnsey.  The 
interior and panelling is of Queensland maple and on the north wall and 
the pillars it is ‘linen-fold’.  The walls are of Oamaru stone.
THE EARTHQUAKE STRENGTHENING done in 1987-88 is visible 
but unobtrusive; the steel prongs can be seen on the east and

TIGER MOTHS & BUTTERFLIES
by Peter Norman

Peter Norman (4796), who has 
just written Tiger Moths and 
 Butterflies, was born in 
Christchurch in 1924.  He is 
the son of Ted Norman, an 
Englishman, who served as a 
Captain with the New Zealand 
Field Artillery and earned the 
Military Cross, and Lorna 
Gardiner a New Zealander 
from Canterbury.
Peter was at College from 
1938 to 1942.  In March 1942, 
aged seventeen and a half, he 
applied to join the RNZAF, 
a n d  e n t e r e d  a t  t h e  
commencement of 1943, 
training as a pilot, firstly at 
Harewood, and then in Canada 
as a member of the Empire 

Air training Scheme until September of the following year.  After a 
posting with No. 24 Squadron to the Northern Solomons on fighter-
bomber operations, he returned to New Zealand in November 1945.

Back in New Zealand with the war behind him, he joined the British 
Meat Exporting Company, Borthwicks, and trained mostly on the 
livestock side.
In 1947 he married Madeline Jameson.
In 1948 he rejoined the Air Force as a pilot in No.3 (Canterbury) 
Squadron of the Territorial Air Force.  Other Old Boys in the squadron 
were Dick Maling (3904, C.O.), Ray Archibald (4464), Maurice 
Blank (4306), John Campbell (4552), and Peter Scott (4807).  Peter 
was appointed as head of Borthwicks in New Zealand in 1958 and 
served in that capacity until his retirement in 1982.  In 1963 he was 
chosen as Wellington Coordinator of The Duke of Edinburgh Award 
Scheme in New Zealand, and was Coordinator for New Zealand 
from 1969 to 1975.  He was awarded the Queen’s Service Medal in 
1976.
Until recently he was a member of the Massey University Research 
Foundation.  His son Tim (7332), who was at College from 1962 
to 1966, later served in the RAF as a pilot.
Tiger Moths and Butterflies is his third book.  He has previously 
written The Meat in the Sandwich (1998) and A Silent Soldier (2000), 
which together complete a fascinating trilogy about his family.
Tiger Moths and Butterflies is an eloquent and compelling account 
of Peter Norman’s life in the Air Force and the experiences he shared 
with his contemporaries.  Many of the names appearing in the book 
are those of College Old Boys who flew in World War II, and whose 
service details appear in the biographical section.

The Annual General Meeting and Dinner was held at The South 
Canterbury Club on Friday 16th May, with 51 people enjoying very 
convivial company, an excellent meal, and sharing happy memories.
We much appreciated the attendance of Kim Nankivell, Housemaster 
of School House, as representative of the School and were interested 
to learn of developments there.
Tom Tothill, President of CCOBA, was not only able to bring us up 
to date with the affairs of the Association, but also with the school-
day antics of a contemporary who was in attendance.

TREASURERS REPORT
The Association reported a $40,888 surplus for the financial year 
ended 30 June 2003 (2002 $37,040 deficit). $45,781 arose from profits 
on the realisation of investments. A further $2,648 was donated to the 
OBSF by General Funds and the negative balance of $2,245 represented 
an operating loss for the financial year. Expenses for the year were 
$80,474 (2002 $83,486). The challenge for the future is to further 
reduce our operating costs by utilising our technological and human 
resources as efficiently as possible. The revenue for 2003 was $78,229 
(2002 $75,919). Subscription income increased by approximately 8% 
over the previous year. This together with a 3.4 % increase in investment 
income brought us close to a breakeven position.
The book value of the General Funds investments increased from 
$634,346 to $663,012 by 30 June 2003. At the same time the investments 
market value declined from $727,107 to $709,426. Falling yields from 
our investment portfolio have made it increasingly difficult to generate 
operating surpluses over the last few years. On the positive side recent 
efforts in developing the OBSF have been very successful . The book 
value of the OBSF now stands at $409,069 compared with $282,323 
at 30 June 2001. The establishment of the Robert  Field-Dodgson 
Memorial and the "40 Years On" Sections have been significant 
enhancements during recent times. Continued growth on this scale 
may enable the Funds Trustees to provide greater assistance to a wider 
range of boys in the future.
Having served my six year term as Treasurer I now step aside to make 
way for Graeme Rhodes (10622) to oversee the financial responsibilities 
of the Association. I am certain Graeme will find his involvement as 
rewarding and enjoyable as I have. My sincere thanks to all those who 
provided such great support during my tenure.

BOARD CHAIRMAN RETIRES
Mr Julian Holderness (6409), the recently retired Chairman of the 

Board of Christ’s 
College, is enthusiastic 
about the future for 
College with the 
appointment of the 
new Headmaster, Mr 
Simon Leese, who is 
due to take up his 
position at the start of 
term four. In an 
interview with The 
Quadrangle, Julian 
said he was very 
excited about the 
qualities Simon would 
bring to his leadership 
of the school as he 
comes with a similar 
philosophy and is a 
real enthusiast. Julian 
was elected to the 
Board in October 1987 
as an Old Boys’ 
appointee and served 

on many of its committees including Building and Planning, Scholarships 
and Bursaries, of which he became Chairman, the Sesquicentenary 
Committee and of course he chaired the Headmaster’s Appointment 
Committee. He has chaired the Board since 1999 on the retirement of 
Tom Maling (6185), the first elected Chairman, following the 
restructuring of the Board in 1997.
Julian feels that the “slimmed down” Board made possible by the 
restructuring is working very well. Previously it consisted of 18 Fellows, 
plus the Warden and sometimes up to two Extra- Provincial Fellows 
but today the number is 13 and he thinks that this could sensibly be 
further reduced to 11 by the non-replacement of retiring Fellows.
The present Board includes three women and when asked if he ever 
saw the day when a woman would chair the Board his reply was “most 
definitely”. He felt that should this come about the vast majority of 
the wider school community would approve, although there would of 
course be some critics. He has been asked this question on numerous 
occasions in recent times both by old boys and parents and always in 
a positive way.
A tremendous amount of building activity has taken place during his 
term as Chairman, including the refurbishment of all day and boarding 
houses with the exception of Flower’s House, which is to be demolished 
and replaced in the near future, the construction of a four-level Arts 
and Technology Centre and the Old Boys’ Theatre substantially funded 
by donations by Old Boys. Julian is particularly pleased that the façade 
of the former Condell’s/Corfe building was retained despite some 
pressure to demolish it completely.

The school has been very fortunate in that the funding of this building 
work, costing well in excess of $15 million, has been internally financed 
from the College endowment funds and because of this there has been 
little impact on fees. Fortunately the College has quite substantial 
forestry holdings in the Central North Island as part of the Anglican 
Schools’ Forestry Trust and Julian advises that when harvesting starts, 
hopefully towards the end of 2004, this will provide an income stream 
for the school. The first plantings were carried out about 26 years ago 
and he is convinced that the outlay in these forests will be shown to be 
the most significant investment decision made by the Board in the last 
three decades. Julian sees it as interesting that one of the very early 
advocates of the investment and long time Chairman of the Trust, Mr 
Derek Banks, is now the Development Off icer at College.
When discussing the school roll, it was pointed out that boarders now 
make up less than one third of the total and Julian was asked if there 
was likely to be any effect on the ethos of the school if this ratio dropped 
any further. He stated that this is his own personal belief and he is very 
strongly in favour of keeping the boarding numbers up, not only to 
retain the character of the school but also because College has always 
been a national school and he is convinced that the national flavour 
should be retained at all costs. What pleases him now is that the benefits 
of the improvements carried out in the boarding houses are being seen 
and that parents, especially mothers, are impressed by the facilities 
offered and the boarding roll is full.
Julian Holderness has retired from the board of a school that is performing 
well and he sees no need for any major change in the philosophy under 
which it operates. The question as to whether or not College will one 
day become co-educational is raised from time to time but the Board 
is quite definite that this is unlikely to happen in the foreseeable future. 
He has handed over the chairmanship to Mr Peter Wardell (7768), who 
is also an Old Boys’ appointee to the Board, and he will be in office 
when the new Headmaster arrives. E.R.E.

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DUDLEY PERKINS – LION OF CRETE
When the Prime 
Minister, Helen 
Clark, unveiled a 
plaque at  the 
G r e e k - N e w  
Z e a l a n d  wa r  
m e m o r i a l  i n  
m e m o r y  o f  
Dudley Churchill 
Perkins it is safe 
to say that his 
name was much 
less familiar to 
m o s t  N e w  
Zealanders than it 
should be. In fact 
his career during 
the Second World 
War was of the 
very highest merit 
and it is
unfortunate that the nature of the service he was engaged in and 
military protocol combined to keep him from getting the awards he 
undoubtedly earned and which would have made his name as well 
known as any of his fellows.
Dudley Perkins (4116) was the second son of the Reverend John  
Perkins and was born at Tapanui. His father was Vicar of Hokitika, 
but he died when Dudley was fourteen and the family moved to 
Christchurch.  After a spell at Cathedral Grammar School, Dudley 
was enabled to go to Christ’s College (it should be remembered that 
this was during the Depression and Anglican clergy have rarely been 
able to leave their widows in easeful circumstances).
He entered Condell’s House at the beginning of 1930 and remained 
there until the end of 1932.  The School List contains only these 
modest facts about him, so we can assume that his career at school 
was not one of unusual distinction.  (Those who wish to make 
something of this are welcome to do so).  He was keen to go to 
university,  but his elder brother, John, was already studying for holy 
orders, and though a university career was not as expensive then as 
it has since become, it was still beyond the resources of the Perkins 
family to maintain two sons as students.  So Dudley had to help with 
the finances, which he did by doing what quite a number of other 
Old Boys of College have done- taking employment at Pyne Gould 
Guinness.  He remained there for six years, at the end of which time 
his brother had finished his studies and Dudley could enroll at 
Canterbury College.  He had spent two terms in pursuit of a B.A. 
degree (possibly with the intention of following his father and brother 
into the sacred ministry) when the Second World War started and 
Dudley abandoned his books to join the army. It would take a book 
to do justice to his career in the army, and fortunately it has taken 
a book, a very good and painstakingly researched one, Vasili: The 
Lion of Crete, by Murray Elliott (it is probably out of print by now, 
but a search of the second-hand bookshops might well produce a 
copy).
Dudley sailed with the First Echelon in January 1940, serving in the 
artillery of the 4th Field Regiment. With the rest of the force he 
spent the months in Egypt training until the entry of Italy into the 
war, but it was not until April 1941 that Dudley saw action when the 
New Zealanders were sent to help the Greeks who were now under 
assault by the Germans.
This campaign was judged to be politically necessary but militarily 
rather hazardous.  So it proved.  When the resistance collapsed before 
the German advance, the bruised remains of the Allied army was 
evacuated to Crete.

Dudley’s troop arrived there on 27 April.  The more fortunate were 
taken to Alexandria.  Again the political decision was made to try and 
hold Crete.  The military men were very sceptical of their ability to 
offer a convincing resistance.  Everybody knows the results.
Dudley Perkins was one of several thousand men who were taken 
prisoner and confined to a somewhat makeshift camp; fortunately so 
makeshift it was comparatively easy to break out of.  This Dudley did 
with a number of others on 18 June.  The problem was what to do next. 
Escaped men could be taken off by submarine, but this was a very risky 
business for all concerned, not least for the Cretans who helped and 
would have to stay behind to face the Germans who were carrying out 
occupation with their customary barbarity.  It was not until June 1942 
that Dudley was in a group picked up by a Greek submarine and taken 
to Alexandria.  The voyage was not without its dangers, including being 
bombed and depth-charged.
It was Dudley’s return to Crete which ensured him a place, however 
belated and rather less than his deserts, in New Zealand’s military 
history. Now a sergeant, he was attracted by the idea of going to Crete 
as an agent of the Special Operations Executive.  The admiration he 
had come to feel for the Cretans and the work of organising escapes 
and committing acts of sabotage made a distinct appeal to him.  Given 
the codename of Vasili, he was landed on Crete in July 1943.  In 
company with a rich cast of unusual characters he embarked on the 
operations which required unusual qualities of enterprise and courage. 
 It is quite impossible to give even a summary here and the interested 
reader must turn to Murray Elliott’s biography to satisfy his curiosity. 
 The best comment may be in the fact that the Germans soon realised 
that they had a potent new force against them and paid Dudley the 
ultimate accolade of putting a price on his head.
Obviously no actuary would regard a guerrilla on Special Operations 
as a good risk, though it seems that the life expectancy of such a man 
in Crete was rather better than that of a junior officer or a machine-
gunner on the Western Front in 1914-18.  Dudley Perkins was killed 
in an ambush on 28 February 1944 (the exact date remains a trifle 
uncertain).  Accusations of treachery have been made.  Not all the 
Cretans were such loyal adversaries of the Germans as those in Dudley’s 
own band, and some think that the convoluted state of Greek politics 
(which erupted into a singularly bloody civil war after the collapse of 
Germany), may have played its part.  Others do not think this is true.  
Major Xan Fielding, the S.O.E. commander for western Crete, thinks 
the endemic lack of security of such regions was more likely to blame.
The question might well be asked why no awards came the way of 
Dudley Perkins.  Obviously the nature of his service made it undesirable 
to publicise his presence in Crete.  He was recommended for the 
Distinguished Conduct Medal (an award that is certainly not given out 
with the rations), but Dudley had been killed before the award could 
be confirmed, and the D.C.M. is not given posthumously.  Both 
Lieutenant-Colonel T.J. Dunbabin (in happier times a Fellow of All 
Souls College, Oxford), and Major Fielding recommended Dudley for 
the Victoria Cross, but the catch is that the actions meriting a V.C. have 
to be actually witnessed by an officer, and while both these men 
undoubtedly knew what Dudley had done, they had not personally seen 
him doing these things.  So perhaps his most enduring award must be 
the memory that Kapetan Vasilios has left among the people of Crete.

DUDLEY PERKINS – LION OF CRETE
When the Prime 
Minister, Helen 
Clark, unveiled a 
plaque at  the 
G r e e k - N e w  
Z e a l a n d  wa r  
m e m o r i a l  i n  
m e m o r y  o f  
Dudley Churchill 
Perkins it is safe 
to say that his 
name was much 
less familiar to 
m o s t  N e w  
Zealanders than it 
should be. In fact 
his career during 
the Second World 
War was of the 
very highest merit 
and it is
unfortunate that the nature of the service he was engaged in and 
military protocol combined to keep him from getting the awards he 
undoubtedly earned and which would have made his name as well 
known as any of his fellows.
Dudley Perkins (4116) was the second son of the Reverend John  
Perkins and was born at Tapanui. His father was Vicar of Hokitika, 
but he died when Dudley was fourteen and the family moved to 
Christchurch.  After a spell at Cathedral Grammar School, Dudley 
was enabled to go to Christ’s College (it should be remembered that 
this was during the Depression and Anglican clergy have rarely been 
able to leave their widows in easeful circumstances).
He entered Condell’s House at the beginning of 1930 and remained 
there until the end of 1932.  The School List contains only these 
modest facts about him, so we can assume that his career at school 
was not one of unusual distinction.  (Those who wish to make 
something of this are welcome to do so).  He was keen to go to 
university,  but his elder brother, John, was already studying for holy 
orders, and though a university career was not as expensive then as 
it has since become, it was still beyond the resources of the Perkins 
family to maintain two sons as students.  So Dudley had to help with 
the finances, which he did by doing what quite a number of other 
Old Boys of College have done- taking employment at Pyne Gould 
Guinness.  He remained there for six years, at the end of which time 
his brother had finished his studies and Dudley could enroll at 
Canterbury College.  He had spent two terms in pursuit of a B.A. 
degree (possibly with the intention of following his father and brother 
into the sacred ministry) when the Second World War started and 
Dudley abandoned his books to join the army. It would take a book 
to do justice to his career in the army, and fortunately it has taken 
a book, a very good and painstakingly researched one, Vasili: The 
Lion of Crete, by Murray Elliott (it is probably out of print by now, 
but a search of the second-hand bookshops might well produce a 
copy).
Dudley sailed with the First Echelon in January 1940, serving in the 
artillery of the 4th Field Regiment. With the rest of the force he 
spent the months in Egypt training until the entry of Italy into the 
war, but it was not until April 1941 that Dudley saw action when the 
New Zealanders were sent to help the Greeks who were now under 
assault by the Germans.
This campaign was judged to be politically necessary but militarily 
rather hazardous.  So it proved.  When the resistance collapsed before 
the German advance, the bruised remains of the Allied army was 
evacuated to Crete.

This contemporary was later able to reply and we learnt how much 
sisters were appreciated in the 50s!  Tom also led us in a rousing 
rendition of the College Song, even if it appeared the younger 
members present did not know it especially well - what is happening 
to the place?
Wynne Raymond entertained us with a delightfully amusing speech 
during dinner, which Archdeacon Philip Robinson had commenced 
with a remarkably brief Grace, (Two words).
The Gawler Downs Golf Trophy, which was contested this year by 
a 300% increase in the number of entrants, was won by John Gilbert. 
 Philip Richards was presented with a bottle of excellent Scotch.  
Having moved to Christchurch, he has had to relinquish the position 
of Secretary, which is being taken over by Rob Rhodes.

GREAT HARRIS MEMORIAL AUTHORS
J.G.A. Pocock (4802). J.G.A. Pocock must rank as one of the most outstanding 
scholars to have been at College and one who is regarded with respect 
throughout the world of historical scholarship.  He has followed something 
of a family tradition as his father, Professor L.G. Pocock, held the chair of 
Classics at Canterbury College in the days when to be a Professor of Classics 
really meant something.  John Pocock arrived in Julius House in 1941 with 
a Junior Somes Scholarship and his career at College was distinguished- 
another one of those that gives the lie to the story that used to be sedulously 
promulgated that any boy who had been really successful in the classroom 
was almost bound to finish with something no more  prestigious than being 
a bowser attendant at Amberley.  Among other successes were a Tancred 
History Prize, the Denham Memorial Prize, a Gammack Scholarship, and 
a T.R. Moore Scholarship.  In 1941 he won a University National Scholarship. 
He graduated as an M.A. in 1946 with (naturally) first-class honours in 
History and was awarded a Post-Graduate Scholarship in Arts.  A spell as 
a Research Scholar at Emmanuel College, Cambridge, followed and this led 
to a Cambridge Ph.D. in 1952.  He eventually went to the U.S.A. as Professor 
of Political Science at Washington, St. Louis. He was subsequently Professor 
of History at Johns Hopkins University, Baltimore, and on his retirement 
was created Emeritus Professor.  In 1973 Canterbury University awarded 
him an Honorary Litt.D.
Works of his in the Collection are; Theatre in Danger (written with Bruce 
Mason), The Maori and New Zealand Politics, Politics, Language and Time, 
The Machiavellian Moment, The Political Works of James Harrington, Virtue 
Commerce and History, The Ancient Constitution and the Feudal Law, and 
Barbarism and Religion.

MEN WITH X-RAY VISION
Over the years College Old Boys have tended to 
spread themselves relatively evenly across most 
occupations.  Similarly, with regard to enrolment into 
the professions, there would seem to have been an 
even distribution, with one noteworthy exception. 
This is entrance into the specialist field of diagnostic 
radiology which has attracted at least nineteen Old 
Boys into its field over the last six decades.  Most 
of these have elected to work and train in Christchurch, 
with one practising in America. Almost all are Fellows 
of the Royal Australian and New Zealand College 
of Radiologists.
The trend to enter the field was initiated by George 
Rolleston (4122 School) who in 1948 became Director 
of Radiology at Christchurch Hospital and 
subsequently the first Dean of the Christchurch School 
of Medicine, being awarded a personal chair in 
diagnostic radiology.  He was also Sub-Warden of 
Christ’s College from 1981-1985.
He was followed into the specialty by Bruce Jameson 
(4584 Julius/Condell’s), Shailer Weston (5163 School), 
later President of the then Royal Australasian College 
of Radiologists, and Robin Gibson (5307 School) 
who became Associate Professor of Radiology in the 
Christchurch School of Medicine.
Later Roy John Smith (5798 Jacobs), Crichton Prain 
(5962 Jacobs), Richard Coates (6013 School), and 
Tom Maling (6185 School) entered the calling, the 
latter becoming the first Chairman of the Board of 
Governors of Christ’s College.  David Ross (7095 
Flower’s), Christopher Cotter (7146 Harper), Tony 
Young (7775 Corfe), Nigel Anderson (7785 Condell’s), 
Richard Chisholm (7800 Harper), Angus Baird (8323 
Richards), Michael Hurrell (8370 Julius), and James 
Wellwood (8686 Jacobs) followed into the specialty.
More recently Andrew Laing (9461 Julius), Mark 
Coates (9560 Corfe), son of Richard Coates, and 

Jeremy Sharr (10506 Condell’s) have joined the radiological team.
